Mount Brown Trailhead Access

From I-15, take Kevin-Oilmont exit and zero the odometer.

Head east on the paved highway for 35.8 km to Alkali Coulee.

Ignore the dirt road going straight and follow the highway as it curves northward (the pavement soon ends).  Arrive at a 4-way intersection at 56.8 km (left is Gold Butte Road and straight is Strawberry Road).

Turn right and arrive in the village of Whitlash at 58.9 km.

Go straight through the village and continue along a rough road (still okay for 2WD in dry conditions) while ignoring all side roads.

At 69.7 km, ignore the road on the left and go straight through a Texas gate.  The road, now the Black Jack Road, immediately turns south.

Arrive at the gated trailhead (large sign here that says "Sweetgrass Hills, Area Of Critical Environmental Concern") at 71.8 km where the Black Jack Road turns east.
